Way forward

Education budget process remains highly centralized -

Academic institutions, student-parent community, non-government practitioners and activists 
hardly makes any contribution in resource decisions. 

Strengthen implementation and monitoring of education projects.

Increase allocations for access to education and ensuring equity. 

There should be enough fund for the recruitment and training of quality teachers. 

Education research needs to be funded.
